Statement of Purpose 

 

 The purpose of this policy is to articulate the required age for entering school in 

the District. 

 

Statement of Policy 

 

 The Sanborn Regional School District shall comply with RSA 193:1-I and II with 

regard to the required age for entering first grade.  Therefore, entering first grade students 

must be 6 years old before October 1, or have been a resident of and attended public 

school in another district and since moved into the Sanborn Regional School District. 

 

 Students entering kindergarten must be 5 years old before October 1, or have 

begun kindergarten in another public school.  Students who complete kindergarten in the 

Sanborn Regional School District or another public school will then be permitted to enter 

grade one. 

 

Students entering public school for the first time in either kindergarten or grade 

one will participate in a pre-school screening process as outlined in Checklist JEB-E. 
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
