Outcomes: The goals of the third grade are to help studentst o progress in the
development of all basic skills and facilitate the  development of life-long learning.
This is a general outline with some specific conten t and resources listed.

Methods of Evaluation:

Teachers use a variety of assessment tools to monit or each student's progress. They
may include teacher observations, quizzes, tests, d aily assignments, projects,
portfolios, class participation, and effort. Stude nt progress will be formally reported
three times per year and during regular parent conf  erences. Parents are
encouraged to review their child's assignments and discuss progress with them.
Please contact your child's teacher if there are an y questions.

Special Requirements:

Communication will take place regularly in order to update the progress in our
classroom and occasionally request help with specia | projects. Students are
responsible for recording daily assignments in thei r agenda planners. Students will
ask their parents to sign the agenda each day. Up to 30 minutes of homework will

be assigned Monday through Thursday and could inclu  de reading nightly, studying
for weekly spelling tests, completion of assigned h ome projects, and skill
reinforcement activities including math fact memori  zation.

Students will continue with a developmental reading program to improve
word attack, word recognition, and comprehension sk ills. Instruction will
include a variety of structured group activities. Independent reading will
also be encouraged. Students will develop written  expression using the
writing process. Students will practice correct se ntence structure,
punctuation, and word usage in various types of wri  ting. Listening and oral
expression skills will also be practiced. Students  will be expected to
demonstrate their spelling proficiency on weekly te  sts and continue to apply
what they are learning to their daily work. Studen  ts will practice cursive
handwriting, concentrating on correct formation, sl ant, and shape of letters.

Course Content and Activities:
Art Production: Basic drawing techniques, painting methods, and 3-D construction
will be incorporated in art making at all levels.

Art History: The Art History Timeline is at the fo undation, introducing students to
the major art movements, periods, and artists of th e time.

Art Appreciation: Multicultural activities will be introduces in all grades. Students
will begin to contrast and compare the diversity of  styles, including folk and fine
art.

Aesthetics: Asking the question “What is art, and s this art?” Students will begin
to analyze and criticize, orally and in writing, br ~ inging a new dimension to the art
experience.

Students are able to use keyboard, mouse, and print er. They are taught how to go
onto Type to Learn 3 and find their names on the ne twork list.
