Type 5 :  Publishable work.  Can 
leave the classroom without expla-
nation or qualification.  Must meet 
two of the following conditions:  
 
· The writing will be read by criti-

· The writing will be produced by 
students who are sufficiently 
motivated to produce multiple 
drafts 

· The writing will be produced by 
students who are sufficiently 
skilled to produce multiple 
drafts 

· The writing will be created un-
der conditions that make pub-
lishable writing possible; that is, 
there is enough time for self 
and peer review, with oral read-
ing, teacher feedback, and 
multiple revisions. 
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
